The Spanish/English Translation and Interpretation Certificate (SETIC) Program gives advanced students of Spanish and English the theory, training and practice needed to meet the growing needs. 

VCU’s Partnership with the University of Guadalajara (one of the top universities in Latin America) brings a wealth of expertise and experience to central Virginia.
